Duxseal or equivalent sealer.

Wiring
Units built for a specific voltage are completely
factory-wired. Double check your power source to
make sure the supply voltage is compatible with
the unit.
Multi-Tap {M-T) units maybe used with a choice of
120V, 208V, 240V or 277V, provided that proper
transformer leads are connected in the field. For
example, if your supply voltage is 208Y, connect
the “HOT" supply wire to 208V ballast tap and the
"COMMON" supply wire to the transformer
“"COMMON" wire, Make sure all of the unused l[

leads are properly capped.
