Luminaires Using ST & CTC Series Suspension Kits:
1) Unscrew and retain (3) SCREWS and remove TOP COVER from
LUMINAIRE BODY to expose internal assembly (fig. 1).
2) Screw TOP COVER onto STEM. Then tighten down LOCKING RING.
3) Insert SET SCREW into TOP COVER until SET SCREW top is
flush to TOP COVER (note: there is no stop for the SET SCREW).
4) Bring the three-supply leads through STEM and tie a KNOT in
them. Run them through the BALLAST MOUNTING BRACKET (fig.1).
5) Make electrical connections: Connect BLACK LUMINAIRE LEAD
to HOT (BLACK) SUPPLY LEAD; WHITE LUMINAIRE LEAD
to NEUTRAL (WHITE) SUPPLY LEAD; GROUND LUMINAIRE NOTCH
LEAD (COPPER) must be connected to GROUND LEAD SUPPLY.
Use wire nuts supplied to make connections. HOT (BLACK)
6) Align NOTCH in TOP COVER with TAB on the inside of Luminaire WIRE NUT
