Screw MALE ADAPTER of conversionkit into frame-inkit SOCKETCUP
(Fig, A). NOTE: Preturn male adaptor 3-4 times counterclockwise
before screwing into socket cup so as not to stress wire
connections.
Attach frame-inkit SOCKETCUP to conversionkit by insertingSOCKET
CUP SPRINGSinto SLOTS (Fig, B),
For 1002P1,snao CONVERSIONKIT MOUNTINGBRACKETinto
FRAME SIDE (opposite of J-BOX) (Fig. C). To secure CONVERSION KIT
tighten LOCKING SCREW (Fig. C); For 1000IC & 1000ICM, place

CONVERSION KIT into INSUUTED HOUSING opposite J-BOX (Fig. D);

ROTATE ROTO-CLIPS(Fig. E)
Rotate (4) ROTO.CLIPSso that the legs extend inwardlyas shown

toward the center opening.
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LAMPING
NOTE: Socket manufacturers have suggested that socket may fail after 3 to 6
relampings. If this occurssocketcan be replacedby disconnectingmale
connectors(attachedto socket leads)from female connectors(attachedto
fixture leads)and replacingit with a newsocketprocuredthroughLightolier
(Fig.F).

Make sure that power is OFF when Iamping or relamping. Remove

LAMP RING from socket cup by pulling straight down.

Inserl IAMP (MR16) between LAMP SPRINGS until face of lamp sits

firmly on GLASS LAMP GUARD (Fig, G),

Attach SOCKET to hi-pin prongs on LAMP,

Insert IAMP RINGwith IAMP and GLASS lAMP GUARDback into
SOCKETCUP.

WARNING: LAMP MANUFACTURERS REQUIRE THE GLASS
LAMP GUARD BE IN PLACE BEFORE ENERGIZING LAMP,
AND THAT GREAT CARE MUST BE TAKEN THAT LAMP IS

Remove REFLECTOR TRIM from ceiling,

Pull CONVERSION KIT through the ceiling,

NOTE: For 1102P1, loosen LOCKING SCREW (Fig. C)

Detach frame-in kit SOCKET CUP and unscrew MALE ADAPTER

from CONVERSION KIT,

Unscrew CONVERSION KIT SCREWS and pull U-BRACKETS apart,

Unscrew TRANSFORMER SCREWS and remove TRANSFORMER,

Unsplice MALE ADAPTER from TRANSFORMER,

Cut secondary (red) leads 6“ to 8“ from transformer and discard

faulty transformer.

Re-assemble new transformer to U-BRACKET splice secondary

(red) leads to socket leads. Tie a knot with these leads to avoid

strain on splices,

Re-splice male adapter leads to primary leads of the TRANSFORMER

Tie a knot with these leads to avoid strain on splices,

Reassemble “U-brackets” and secure with “conversion kit screws.”

through 5 of this INSTRUCTION. -
