The optical frame assembly consists of integrated LED
arrays edge lighting a light guide panel in order to deliver
uniform controlled light through a lower lens. The optical
frame ends are constructed from die-formed cold-rolled
steel, assembled together with extruded aluminum
profiles in a sturdy frame. The frame is hinged (side
marked) to allow easy access to the inside of the fixture.
Maintenance can be performed from below the ceiling.
